1. INTRODUCTION
The Medical Council of India published Gazette dated 23/06/2017. Clause 5A
regarding Common Counseling is added. The Added clause 5A is as under:-

Common Counseling

1.1 There shall be a common counseling for admission to Health Science course in all
Government / Corporation / Government Aided / Government Unaided / Minority
Institutions on the basis of merit list of the National Eligibility Entrance Test (NEET
UG 2023).

1.2 The Designated Authority for counseling for the 15% (MBBS/BDS) All India Quota
seats of the contributing States shall be the Directorate General of Health Services
(DGHS, New Delhi).

1.3 The Designated Authority for counseling for the 15% (AYUSH Courses) All India
Quota seats of the contributing States shall be the as appointed by Ministry of
Ayush New Delhi i.e. (AACCC).

1.4 In Chapter Il under Clause 5 “Selection of Students” sub-clause ‘5A’ (2) and (3) as
added vide notification dated 10/03/2017, shall be substituted with the Following :-
Clause 5A (2) Shall be substituted as under:-

The Designated Authority for counseling for the 15% all India quota seats of the
contributing States and all MBBS seats of Medical Educational institutions of the
Central Government, Universities established by an Act of Parliament and the
Deemed Universities shall be the Directorate General of Health Services, Ministry
of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India.

Clause 5A (3), Shall be substituted as under:-

The counseling for admission to MBBS course in a State/Union Territory, including,
Medical Educational Institutions established by the State Government, University
established by an Act of State/Union Territory Legislature, Trust, Society, Minority
Institutions, Municipal Bodies or a company shall be conducted by the State/Union
Territory Government.

1.5 The Counseling for all admission to MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMS/BUMS/BPTh/
BOTh/BASLP/BP&0O Course in all Health Science Educational Institutions in a

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State/Union territory, including Health Science Educational Institutions established

by the Central Government, State Government, University, Trust, Society/Minority

Institutions/Corporations or a Company shall be conducted by the State/Union

Territory Government. Such common counseling shall be under the over-all

superintendence, direction and control of the State/Union Territory Government.

1.6 This procedure is applicable for NEET UG 2023admissions for the academic year
2023-2024. No promise is implied therein for subsequent years and no expectations
should be based on this procedure for future.

a. There shall be a single eligibility cum entrance examination namely ‘National
Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test for admission to all Health Science courses’ for
academic year 2023-24.

b. In order to be eligible for admission to Health Science Courses for a particular
academic year, it shall be necessary for a candidate to obtain minimum marks
in ‘National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test’ held for the said academic year,
besides obtaining minimum prescribed marks at the qualifying examination as
prescribed by respective central council.

c. The reservation of seats for respective categories shall be as per applicable
laws prevailing in States/Union Territories. An All India merit list as well as
State-wise merit list of the eligible candidates shall be prepared on the basis of
the merit (AIR) in National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test and candidates shall be
admitted to Health Science courses from the said lists only.

d. No candidate who has failed to obtain the minimum eligibility marks as
prescribed by the respective Central Council shall be admitted to respetive
Course in the said academic year.

e. All admissions to Health Science courses within the respective categories shall
be based solely on merit (AIR) in the National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test.

f. National Testing Agency shall be the organization to conduct National Eligibility-
cum-Entrance Test for admission to MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BUMS/BHMS courses.

Accordingly, the National Testing Agency, Delhi conducted the National Eligibility

Cum Entrance Test for the session 2023-24on Sunday, 07 May 2023.The

responsibility of the National Testing Agency is limited to the conduct of the

entrance examination, declaration of result and providing merit list to the

Counselling Authorities.

1.7 Instructions in this information brochure are liable to change based on decisions
taken by Central Government / National MedicalCommission (NMC)/ National
Commission for Indian System of Medicine (NCISM) / National Commission for
Homeopathy (NCH) / State Government / Competent Authority / Constitutional
Authority / Hon’ble Supreme Court and High Court from time to time.

2. Application process and provisional Merit list

The Commissioner, State CET CELL, Mumbai will conduct the admission process for all
the Health Science courses in the State of Maharashtra. Online applications will be
invited from eligible candidate(s) for admission to all Government/Corporation, Private &
Minority Colleges. Online application form will be made available on website

www.mahacet.org.

2.1 Admission processing Fee: Cost of online application form of NEET-UG 2023 is
Rs. 1000/- for all courses of State quota, Rs 5000/- for Institutional quota of MBBS,
BDS, BAMS, BHMS and BUMS courses only, and Rs. 6000/- for both quota of
MBBS, BDS, BAMS, BHMS and BUMS courses only. This application fee is not
refundable, hence candidates are advised to go through the Information Brochure
and ascertain the eligibility. It is sole responsibility of candidate to ascertain
eligibility and also online payment of fees with in prescribed period, failing which

online application will be rejected.

2.2 The provisional State merit list for seats under State quota in Government /
Corporation, Government Aided and all the quota seats in Private/ Minority colleges
will be published on the website of State CET CELL as per constitutional and / or
specified reservation claimed by candidate(s).

The list of applicants will be prepared on the basis of information submitted by
candidate(s) through online process made available on website www.mahacet.org.

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The provisional state merit list will be prepared on the basis of the information filled
in the registration form and the documents uploaded by the Candidate. The
verification of Original Documents shall be done by the admitting college authorities
in which the candidate submits her/his documents for admission.

2.3 During online process, there will be choice for opting Institutional quota seats (15%)
for MBBS, BDS, BAMS,BHMS and BUMS courses at Unaided Private / Minority
colleges. The admission process fee (non-refundable) for Institutional quota seats
of MBBS,BDS, BAMS, BHMS and BUMSwill be Rs. 5000/-. Admission will be on
the basis of NEET UG 2023rank and on All India basis including NRI, OMS& OCI.
For admission to Institutional quota seats other than MBBS, BDS, BAMS, BHMS
and BUMS courses at Unaided Private / Minority colleges, candidate(s) will have to
apply at respective Institute.

3. DEFINITIONS

a. “Act” means the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions
(Regulation of Admissions and Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. XXVIII of 2015);

b. “Admission Reporting Institution” means an institution where the Candidate shall
report for confirmation for admission by submission of documents and payment of
fees;

c. “Application Form” means the prescribed form to be filled up online or offline by the
candidate for admission to the Courses as defined in clause (e);

d. “CAP Seats” means the seats filled in through the Centralized process of admission
carried out by the Competent Authority/Commissioner State CET CELL;

e. “Courses” means the Undergraduate Medical Courses or Undergraduate Dental
Courses, as the case may be, conducted in the State as per the approval of the MCI
& DCI andNCISM (National Commission for Indian System of Medicine),
NCH(National Commission for Homeopathy)affiliated to MUHS;

f. “Document Verification Centre” means the city or town declared by the competent
authority where the document verification is to be conducted;

g. “DCI” means the Dental Council of India constituted under the Dentists Act, 1948 (16
of 1948);

h. “Eligible Candidates” means the candidates who are eligible for different
professional courses as notified by the Government, from time to time, under sub-

section (1) of section 3 of the Act;

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i. “HSC” means the Higher Secondary School Certificate (Standard Xll) examination
conducted by Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary
Education as per the provisions of the Maharashtra Secondary and Higher Secondary
Education Boards Act, 1965 (Mah XLI of 1965) or its equivalent certificate awarded
by a recognised Board;

j- “Institutional Quota” means seats available for admission to eligible Candidates at
Institution level as declared by the Government or appropriate authority from time to
time;

k. “inter-se-merit’ means the order of merit in respect of various classes or category of
Candidates;

I. “Minority Quota” means seats earmarked for the Minority Community students from
within the State of Maharashtra, belonging to the Minority Community to which the
institution belongs;

m. “MUHS” means the Maharashtra University of Health Sciences established under
sub-section (1) of section 3 of the Maharashtra University of Health Sciences Act,
1998 (Mah. X of 1999);

n. “MCI” means the Medical Council of India constituted under the Indian Medical
Council Act, 1956 (102 of 1956);

0. “National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test” or “‘NEET” means the examination
conducted by Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi for admission to under
graduate Medical and Dental Courses.

p. “Non-Resident Indian (NRI)” means a person who is “not ordinarily resident” under
sub-section (6) of section 6 of the Income Tax Act, 1961, and includes a person
resident outside India under clause (w) of section 2 of the Foreign Exchange
Management Act, 1999, and also includes his child or ward;

g. “Overseas Citizen of India (OCI)” means a candidate or a person registered as an
Overseas Citizen of India as declared by the Central Government under section 7A of
the Citizenship Act 1955, and includes Persons of Indian Origin (PIO).
Explanation—For the purposes of this clause, all the existing Persons of Indian
Origin (PIO) card-holders registered under Notification of the Government of India,
Ministry of Home Affairs No. F.No. 26011/04/98- F. |, dated 19" August 2002 and
shall now be deemed to be Overseas Citizens of India, (OCI) cardholders by virtue of
Notification of Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, No. 25024/9/2014-F.I,
dated 9th January 2015.
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r. “Qualifying Examination” means the Higher Secondary Certificate (12" Standard)
or equivalent examination, from an institution situated in the State of Maharashtra
with English, Physics, Chemistry and Biology (Botany and Zoology) at the time of
admission;

s. “S8SC” means the Secondary School Certificate (Standard - X) examination
conducted by Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary
Education as per the provisions of the Maharashtra Secondary and Higher
Secondary Education Boards Act, 1965 (Mah. XLI of 1965) or its equivalent certificate
awarded by a recognised Board;

t. “EWS” means Economically Weaker Section, include persons who are not covered
under the scheme of reservation for SC, ST, DT-A, NT-B, NT-C, NT-D, OBC, and
whose family has gross annual income below Rs. 800,000/- as per Government
resolution of General Administration Department ROD-4019/C.R 31/ 16-A,dated 12
February 2019 And Government Resolution no. MED-1018/C.R 37/19/Edu-2, dated
07™ March, 2019. This reservation is subject to Hon’ble Supreme Courts / High
Courts decision in W.P (C) No. 961/2021 and related petitions.

u. “Specified Reservation” means Reservation other than constitutional like Female,
Hilly area, PWD, Defence and MKB are classified as specified Reservation. During
allotment of seat in specified Reservation seat will be filled first.

v. “Orphan” means a child— (i) who is without biological or adoptive parents or legal
guardian; or (ii) whose legal guardian is not willing to take, or capable of taking care
of the child; as defined in Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) act 2015
and Government Letter no. MED-1018/C.R.201/18/Edu-2, dated 20™ June, 2018.

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9.3 DISTRIBUTION OF SEATS TO BE ALLOTTED BY THE COMPETENT
AUTHORITY: In Government / Corporation / Government Aided / Private
Unaided / Minority colleges, after excluding the seats as provided in Para 9.2.1
and 9.2.2; the remaining seats will be at the disposal of the Competent Authority
& available for candidates for Selection in the following manner:

9.3.1 All the seats for MBBS, BDS, BAMS, BHMS, BUMS, BPTh, BOTh,
BASLP and BP&O courses will be filled by the candidates from the State
Merit List.

These seats will be filled by
competent authority through CAP. Such seats if remain vacant after all
CAP rounds will be filled by respective institute through institutional level
round.

9.3.4 15% Institutional quota for other than MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMS/BUMS
courses in Private/Minority colleges shall be filled on the All India basis
which shall also include eligible NRI, OCI candidates and candidates
from Other than Maharashtra State (OMS). These seats will be filled by
respective institute by calling application(s) at the respective institutions
from all eligible candidates.
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9.4 DISTRIBUTION OF CONSTITUTIONAL AND SPECIFIED (PARALLEL)

RESERVATION SEATS:

There will be constitutional and specified reservation as per annexure B, C, D,

E,Fand V.

The candidates desirous of claiming the constitutional and / or specified

reservations must have claimed the same in the online application form of

NEET UG 2023 for the State of Maharashtra, failing which the claim will not be

entertained subsequently.

The distribution of seats at the disposal of Competent Authority will be made by

taking into consideration the constitutional reservations and the specified

reservations.

9.4.1 CONSTITUTIONAL RESERVATIONS:
The candidate should have claimed the constitutional reservation in the
original online application form for the State of Maharashtra. For claiming
of category, request for category claim after submission application form
will not be granted. During document verification process, if constitutional
category claim is found to be incorrect, same will be rectified as per the
document(s) available with the candidate. However fresh claim for
constitutional reservation (i.e. from open category to reservation
category) will not be considered.

Non-Creamy Layer Certificate: A candidate belonging to DT(A), NT(B), NT(C), NT(D),
OBC (including SBC) and will be required to produce non-creamy layer certificate valid
up to 31/3/2024 or later, at the time of physical document verification and at the time of
admission also, failing which claim will not be granted. It is mandatory to produce Non-
Creamy Layer Certificate (NCL) at the time document verification; candidates producing
NCL after the document verification will be treated as open candidates.

PWD quota is specified reservation, seats of PWD quota will be allotted first.

The candidate must satisfy other conditions of eligibility as prescribed in
NEET UG 2023brochure for selection to MBBS/BDS/BAMS etc. Courses as
prescribed for respective course.
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9.4.6 Maharashtra-Karnataka disputed border area residents (MKB) Quota:(Refer
Annexure-E)

The candidate should have claimed the MKB Quota reservation in the original online
application form. Request for MKB quota claim after submission application form will
not be granted.

Minimum eligibility criteria shall be as per open merit candidate for selection. If the
seat(s) from MKB quota remains vacant, they will be filled in from Open category as
they are carved out from the same category. MKB quota is specified reservation,
seat of MKB quota will be allotted first.

9.4.7 Hilly Area (HA) Reservation: The candidate should have claimed the Hilly area

reservation in the original Online application form. Request for Hilly area reservation
claim after submission application form will not be granted.
As per G.R. No.MED-1003/CR 641/03/Edu-2, dated 16/3/2004, 3% seats at Govt. /
Corporation Medical colleges (MBBS course only) are reserved for the candidates
from Hilly area. These seats will be distributeduniformly at State level. There will be
constitutional reservation and female reservation.Any seat remaining vacant will be
reverted back to State quota in respective category. For filling unfiled H.A. quota
seats, no fresh preference(s) will be called from the candidates. These seats will be
added to the seat matrix of the state quota in respective category and allotted as per
the preferences (choices) already exercised by the eligible candidate(s) during
online preference filing process.Hilly area quota is specified reservation, seat of Hilly
area quota will be allotted first.(Refer Annexure — F)

9.4.8 Orphan Reservation: One percent of available seats are reserved for Orphan
Category Candidates. The candidate should have claimed the Orphan Quota
reservation in the original online application form. Request for Orphan Quota
reservation claim after submission of application form will not be
granted.Constitutional reservation will be applied parallely within Orphan Quota
seats.(Refer Annexure — V)

9.49 RESERVATION FOR FEMALE CANDIDATES:

30% seats at the disposal of the Competent Authority shall be reserved for female
candidates in all the courses. This reservation shall be for all the categories like SC,
ST, DT(A), NT(B), NT(C), NT(D), OBC, EWS, Common, HA, MKB & DEF and will be
operated in parallel.Female Candidate will be first allotted female quota seats after
exhausting female quota seat thenfemale candidate will be allotted general seat as
per merit. If requisite numbers of female candidates are not available, then these

seats shall be offered to male candidates of that category.
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9.4.10 Criteria For Distribution Of Seats For Minority Institutions:

All the seats at Minority College will be filled by the respective minority candidate
from within the State of Maharashtra and if particular Minority candidate is not
available then the remaining seats will be filled by general candidates.

9.4.11 In private unaided institutions there shall be 15% institutional quota seats for
MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMS/BUMS courses which shall be filled through CAP round(s)
on All India basis including NRI/OCI/OMS. After CAP round(s) institutional quota
vacant seats for BAMS/BHMS/BUMS courses will be filled by Concerned institute by
calling applications from candidates on All India basis including NRI/OCI/OMS from
the list of eligible candidates, through Inter-se merit. The institutional quota seats for
courses other than MBBS/BDS/BAMS/BHMS/BUMS shall also be 15% of the intake
capacity, which shall be filled by concerned institute by calling application from
candidates on All India basis including NRI/OCI/OMS from the list of eligible
candidates through Inter-se merit.

9.4.12 There will be 25% seats of the total intake capacityreserved for constitutional
reservation category from Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions as
notified under sub section (1) of section 5 of Maharashtra Act No XXX of 2006,dated
01/08/2006.

9.4.13 In all unaided private institutions, all the seats will be distributed uniformly at State
level. There shall be 30% female reservation. There shall not be any other specified
reservation.

9.4.14 Intake capacity of all health science institutions / courses and their seat distribution
shall be made available on website “www.mahacet.org” at a later date.

9.4.15 Seats left unfilled in an academic year, shall not be carried forward to the next or
subsequent academic year.

9.4.16 The validity of all India rank based on result of NEET UG 2023shall be only
applicable for current admission session i.e academic year 2023-24for any Health
Science courses and cannot be carried forward for the next session of admission for
Health Science Courses.

10. ONLINE PREFERENCE FILLING PROCESS AND SELECTION PROCESS BY CAP
COMPUTERISED ROUND: The details of State Quota seat matrix available for
counseling and Schedule of online preference form filling process will be
published in due course on the website “www.mahacet.org”.

10.1  Admission to various Health Sciences courses for academic year 2023-24, will
be done online by way of filing of the online “Preference Form” on
www.mahacet.org (Annexure- W). There will not be any offline Preference

Form filling process. Eligible merit listed candidates can fill online preference /
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choice form for Round1, Round2, Round 3 and Online stary vacancy round
separately. The selection of the candidates will be made on the basis of
preferences given by the candidate. Filling of Online Preferences (choices) will
be available for all those candidates who appeared for online/physical document
verification and are found to be eligible. List of eligible candidates will be
published as provisional state merit list.Seat allocation shall be made centrally
at a later date on the basis of NEET UG 2023 merit in the State of Maharashtra,
and preferences exercised by the candidate. For allocation of seat(s) during
Round1, Round2,Round 3 and Online stary vacancy round (s), preferences
filed for Round1, Round2,Round 3 and Online stary vacancy round will be
considered respectively and preferences exercised by the candidate for each
group separately as mentioned in Rule No. 10.3.

10.2 ONLINE PREFERENCE FILLING PROCESS: There will be preference form
filing for Round1, Round2,Round 3 and Online Stray Vacancy Round
separately. For each round candidate can fill online preference form multiple
times before clicking submit button. Once submit button is clicked, there is no
provision to change the preference(s).These preference(s) filled for each round
will be used for selection of respective round only.Online preferences filled for
Online Stray Vacancy Round will be used for subsequent Online Stray Vacancy
Round(s) (if any).

10.3 Online preference form filling process and selection process will be divided in
three groups and schedule will be notified by Competent Authority in due course.
Group A: For MBBS/ BDS courses,

Group B: For BAMS/BHMS/BUMScourses

Group C: For BPTH/BOTH/BP&O/BASLPcourses

(The selection process for Group ‘C’ is similar to Group ‘B’).

There shall be four or more rounds of selection of candidates, depending on the
availability of vacant seats. The selection will be on the basis of merit and the
preferences submitted by the candidates for respective round. The choices of
courses and colleges, once entered online for the respective round, shall be
final and irrevocable. This final data shall be used inselection process of
respective round, for the admission to first year Health Science Courses for the

academic year 2023-2024.
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10.4 The College code is a four-digit number with S or N suffix, specific for each
college & course combination. Candidate should fill minimum one preference
and maximum as desired. It is not compulsory to fill all Preferences. Suffix S
indicates State quota (All seats of Government / Corporation Colleges & 85%
each in Private Colleges / Minority Colleges), and N suffix indicates 15%
Institutional quota in Private Colleges / Minority Colleges. The candidate should
verify the fee structure of State / Institutional Quota Seats prescribed by Fee
Regulating Authority, before filling online preferences.

10.5 Candidate should fill his most preferred subject and college code as preference
no. 1 followed by his next choice as preference no. 2 and so on in each group
separately. While filling the course and college codes, four-digit number with
specific suffix should be entered in five boxes of NEET-UG 2023Online
preference form.

10.6 Candidate must be very careful while filling the online preference form.
Candidate can fill minimum one preference or any desired number of
preferences for NEET-UG 2023.

10.7 If a candidate does not give preference for a code for particular course and
particular college (Government / Corporation / Private); then it means that he /
she is not interested / desiring to take that Undergraduate Health Science seat.
Candidate should note that there will be no change / addition / deletion in his /
her list of preferences at later date / stage for respective round.

10.8 The candidates may kindly note while filling the preference form that NEET UG

a. Institutional Stray Round is only for Private Unaided/Minority
Institutes and for 15% Institutional Quota seatsand 85% State
Quota seats remaining vacant after Online CAP Stray Vacancy
Round(s).

b. Dean or the Principal of the Institutions shall carry out the
admission of these vacant seats on the basis of inter-se merit
from the list of NEET-UG 2023 eligible candidates as per the
directions and schedule issued by the Competent Authority, State
CET Cell, during the academic year 2023-24.

c. All those candidates joined during Round1, Round2,Round 3&
Online CAP Stray Vacancy Round(s)in Govt. / Corpn. / Gouwt.
aided / Private Unaided / Minority medical colleges and having
“ADMITTED STATUS” as on prescribed date are NOT ELIGIBLE
to participate in Institutional Level Stray Vacancy Round.

d. The list of eligible candidates for Institutional Stray Vacancy
Round (i.e. those who are having “NOT ADMITTED STATUS” as
on prescribed date) will be published on the website:
www.mahacet.org.

e. It will be responsibility of the institute to verify and ascertain
eligibility of the candidate as per respective Central Council rules
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before admitting the candidate even if his/her name appears in list
of ELIGIBLE candidates.

f. For Institutional Stray Vacancy Round, eligible and interested
candidates should approach to the Dean/Principal of the
respective college(s) within prescribed time and submit
application for vacant seats in person or any person. Such type of
applications should not be submitted in the State CET Cell in
person or via email. Such type of applications submitted in State
CET Cell will not be considered valid for any institutional level
stray vacancy admission process.

g. Any vacancy arising due to shifting of candidates from Private
Institute to Government / Corporation Institute in Online Stray
Vacancy Round(s) can be filled by institution. Such vacancy
should be immediately informed to the Competent Authority.

h. Any Candidate if Shifted from Institutional quota seats to Sate
quota seats of Govt./ Corporation/ Govt. Aided / Unaided Private /
Minority Medical College due to betterment or any reason by
Order of Competent Authority, such Candidate, if desires should
be immediately relieved without any penalty.

i. The admission process should be completed before Cut-off date
declared by Central Council and Competent Authority from time to
time.

j- All the admissions are subject to approval of Admissions
Regulating Authority after Cut-off date. The College should upload
the information about admitted candidate in College Feedback
Module of State CET Cell.

k. Any issue regarding filling of vacant seats not dealt herein above
will be dealt with, when arising fully and finally by the Competent
Authority.

11.11 Selection Scheme: Group C (For BPTH/BOTH/ BASLP and BP&O

11.11.1 For selection to BPTH/BOTH/BASLP & BP&O courses, candidates
who have clearedNEET-UG 2023 are eligible. All such candidates
will have to register during the stipulated period as per the Notice
for NEET-UG 2023 admission process for the State Quota seats
available with Commissioner State CET Cell. Candidate can
register before Round 1 and Round 3

11.11.2 There shall be four or more rounds of selection of candidates
depending on the availability of vacant seats during subsequent
round(s). The selection will be on the basis of merit and the
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preferences submitted by the candidate. Candidate will fill fresh
choices for Round1, Round2,Round 3 and online stray vacancy
round separately. The choices filled for each round will be valid for
that round only. Choices filled for respective round(s) will not be
carried forward for any subsequent round(s) except choice(s) filled
for Online stray vacancy round, which will be carried forward for
subsequent online Stray Vacancy round(s) if any.For
UnaidedPrivate /Minority Institutions remaining seats after online
stray vacancy round will be filled by institutional level round. While
filing the online preference(s), candidates may kindly note that
NEET-UG 2023 merit list will be operated from NEET-UG 2023 rank
number one onwards in each round of selection. The online data of
preferences of all candidates will be centrally processed at a later
date for the selection of candidates for BPTH / BOTH / BASLP and
BP&O Courses.

11.11.3 The list of candidates selected for BPTH/BOTH/BASLP and BP&O
Courses shall be displayed at the website i.e. www.mahacet.org
as per schedule. List of selected candidates will also be sent to all
concerned colleges. The candidate will have to report at the allotted
college with his/her original documents for physical verification and
admission. The candidate should report personally (proxy not
allowed) to the respective allotted college, they should pay
requisite fee and submit all original document at respective allotted
college.

11.11.4 All the candidates to whom a seat has been allotted in the 1% Round
on the basis of Merit-cum-Preference will have to join the college
and course so allotted, with in prescribed period as per schedule by
completing the requisite formalities (i.e. submission of all original
document and a set of attested photocopies of each documents as
per the list given in NEET-UG 2023 Information Brochure and
payment of requisite fees in respective institution) otherwise his/her
selection will stand cancelled for that round.

11.11.5 Status Retention: In case if a candidate to whom a seat has been

allotted in the first round and who has joined the college
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accordingly, is satisfied with the allotment, such a candidate must
submit a Status-Retention Form (Annexure-J) in the given format
on or before prescribed date with the Dean/Principal of the College
where such a seat has been allotted to such a candidate. The
Dean/Principal of every Institute in which admissions are so made
in terms of these rules, may appoint an appropriate Officer to
receive such Status Retention Forms. Upon receipt of such Status
Retention Forms, an acknowledgement in writing shall be issued
immediately to the concerned candidate(s) by the officer appointed
by the Dean/Principal of the concerned college. It is mandatory for
every such candidate submitting a Status Retention Form to insist
for issuance of acknowledgement thereof and to preserve such
acknowledgement till the present admission process is finally
concluded. In absence of such an acknowledgement, the claim of
submission of Status Retention Form within the prescribed time
shall not be entertained. Candidate who has submitted status
retention forms will not be eligible for remaining subsequent
round(s).

It is hereby made clear that the period provided for submission of
Status Retention Form is crucial and vital. This period shall not be
extended for any reason whatsoever. Submission of the Status
Retention Form is an irrevocable and irreversible act for the
candidate submitting such Status Retention Form. It is made clear
that under no circumstances whatsoever, a candidate will be
allowed to submit a Status Retention Form after the aforesaid last
date. Under any circumstances whatsoever, a candidate who has
submitted a Status Retention Form shall not be allowed to withdraw
the same.

11.20 Constitutional Reserved Category Candidates - "Ear-Marking":Reserve
category candidate entitled to admission on the basis of merit in an open
category seat will have the option of taking admission either against his / her
respective category seat or on an open category seat. Ifthe / she opts for the
reserved category he / she will be deemed to have been admitted as an open
category candidate and not as reserve category candidate. One seat in the
college where he / she was eligible for admission against open seat shall be
earmarked for a candidate belonging to the respective reserved category.

The candidate who has been admitted and desire to cancel admission he/she

should submit an application. The refund of fees to candidate admitted in the

college shall be made after deduction as under:

1. Before cutoff date as declared by the respective council - Rs.1500/- (Rs. One
thousand five hundred only) to be deducted and rest of the fees to be refunded
(Exception for MBBS/BDS as per clause 12).

2. On or after cut-off date as declared by respective council no refund of fees for
Health Science Courses.

3. The Dean/Principal of the college shall be responsible for making refund of the
fees, on the basis of cancellation letter from the candidate. If the candidate
expires or becomes invalid within 90 days from the date of admission, no
deduction shall be made.

13. CANCELLATION:

The selected candidate must join the college at which he/she is selected, on or before

the date prescribed by the Competent Authority, failing which his/her admission stands

cancelled.

The selected candidate who has joined the college and desire to cancel the admission

should cancel it, at the respective college. The college should accept the cancellation

and inform the Competent Authority along with copy of the cancellation letter

immediately. Last date to cancel the admission of Medical/Dental and Ayush Course on
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or before the prescribed date to be declared in due course. If a candidate cancels
his/her admission after this date, he/she has to pay penalty as per rule 16. Any
application for cancellation admission send to competent authority will not considered.

Note:- Candidate who has filled status retention form can also cancel the

admission before prescribed date.
14. FINAL SELECTION:

14.1 The selection made by the Competent Authority as per this procedure is final, and
will be binding on the candidate.

14.2 Request for mutual transfer is not permissible. Such requests will not be
entertained.

15. COMPULSORY SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY SERVICE:

15.1 As per Government Resolution (G.R. No. MED 1007/C.R.490/07/Edu-2 dated 8"
Feb 2008, G.R. No. MED 1021/C.R.128/21/Edu-2, dated 13" June 2022
Annexure — “Q”, and any other G.R. issued in this regard from time to time),
candidates joined against the seats of Government/Municipal Corporation
colleges for admission to MBBS/BDS Courses either through GOl nominee, All
India quota and State quota through NEET UG 2023 onwards will be required to
sign a social responsibility service to compulsorily serve the Government of
Maharashtra or local self government or Defence services for a period of one
year, after the completion of internship.

Additionally, he/she will be required to sign an undertaking to the effect that
he/she will not leave India within a period of five years from the date of obtaining
the degree, otherwise he/she will have to pay Non Refundable Rs. 10,00,000/-
(Rs.Ten lacs only) as penalty.

15.2 Social Responsibility Service for Private Unaided MBBS Courses: As per
Government Resolution (G.R. No. MED 1016/C.R.345/16/Edu-2 Dated
05/01/2018 and G.R. No. MED 1021/C.R.128/21/Edu-2, dated 13" June 2022)
(Annexure - Q), the candidate who has taken admission to MBBS course in
Govt. aided / Unaided Private institute through NEET UG 2023 and is availing
reimbursement / Scholarship from various departments like Tribal Welfare
Department,  Social Justice And Special Assistance Department, Other
Backward Bahujan Welfare Department and Medical Education & Drug
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Department will be required to sign a social responsibility service to compulsorily
serve the Government of Maharashtra for a period of one year, after the

completion of internship.

said social responsibility service is not applicable.

16. PENALTY:

16.1 PENALTY FOR LAPSE OF SEAT (MBBS/BDS COURSES): Any candidate
responsible for lapse of MBBS/BDS seatat Government/Government
Aided/Corporation Medical/Dental College will have to pay a Non Refundable
penalty of Rs.10,00,000/- (Rupee Ten Lacs Only). This penalty is applicable to all
those candidates who do not join during last round or cancel a seat after last
round of admission. This penalty is also applicable to any candidate resigning a
seat after cut off date for MBBS/BDS courses or also fails to complete the course,
irrespective of admission quota of the candidate.

16.2 Penalty for Lapse of seat at Government/Government Aided/Private unaided
College (Ayush Course): Any candidate who resigns a seat after cut off date
from Government/Government Aided/Private unaided College (Ayush Course) will

have to pay Rs. 3,00,000/- (Rs. Three lakhs only) as penalty.
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17. CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE:

17.1 Failure of the candidate in making full and correct statements in the application
form and/or suppression of any information would lead to disqualification of the
candidate, even at later date. Such a candidate will be debarred from the entire
selection process.

17.2 1t is responsibility of every candidate to submit proper documents. Any attempt to

submit documents which are not genuine will lead to cancellation of the admission
of the candidate, forfeiture of the fees, deposits and expulsion of the candidate
from the college by the Competent Authority or by his authorised official. The
name of such candidate/s shall be deleted from the State Merit List and he/she
will not be eligible for further rounds of the selection process and will be debarred
from the selection process. If deemed fit even criminal proceeding may be
initiated by the Competent Authority against such candidates / their parents.
If any candidate / authorised representative or person accompanying is
found obstructing the counseling and / or admission process, or trying to
influence in unlawful manner/ creating nuisance, the candidate shall be
liable for disqualification from the process of selection and appropriate
legal action will be taken. The decision taken by the Competent Authority in
this respect shall be final and binding.

17.3 The student while studying in the Health Sciences Courses, if found indulging in
antinational activities, unlawful activities or ragging in any form, contrary to the
provisions of relevant Acts and Law enforced by Government, will be liable to be
expelled from the college by the Dean/Principal of the College.

17.4 Pursuant to orders in W.P. (Civil) No. 656 of 1999, Hon’ble Supreme Court of
India, has directed the Department of Human resources Development and
Education, Govt. of India, to take all necessary steps to curb the menace of
ragging and take severe action against the students involved in such activities.

17.5 As per the provisions of Maharashtra Act XXXIII known as “Maharashtra
Prohibition of ragging Act of 1999”, students indulging in ragging can be
punished under the Act resulting in suspension, expulsion from the college
and imprisonment.

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(d) “CAP Seats” means the seats filled in through the Centralized process of admission
carried out by the Competent Authority ;

Courses, as the case may be, conducted in the State as per the approval of the MCI and DCI
and affiliated to MUHS ;

(f) “Document Verification Centre” means the city or town declared by the competent
authority where the document verification is to be conducted ;

(g) “DCI” means the Dental Council of India constituted under the Dentists Act, 1948
(16 of 1948) ;

() “Eligible Candidates” means the candidates who are eligible for different professional

courses as notified by the Government, from time to time, under sub-section (1) of section 3 of
the Act;

(i) “HSC” means the Higher Secondary School Certificate (Standard XII) examination
conducted by Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary Education as per
the provisions of the Maharashtra Secondary and Higher Secondary Education Boards Act,
1965 (Mah XLI of 1965) or its equivalent certificate awarded by a recognised Board ;

(7) “Institutional Quota” means seats available for admission to eligible Candidates at
Institution level as declared by the Government or appropriate authority from time to time ;

(k) “inter-se-merit” means the order of merit in respect of various classes or category of
Candidates ;

(1) “Minority Quota” means seats earmarked for the Minority Community students from
within the State of Maharashtra, belonging to the Minority Community to which the institution
belongs ;

(m) “MUHS” means the Maharashtra University of Health Seciences established under
sub-section (7) of section 3 of the Maharashtra University of Health Sciences Act, 1998 (Mah.
X of 1999) ;

(n) “MCI” means the Medical Council of India constituted under the Indian Medical
Council Act, 1956 (102 of 1956) ;

(o) “National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test” or “NEET” means the examination
conducted by Central Board of Secondary Education, Delhi for admission to under graduate
Medical and Dental Courses.

(p) “Overseas Citizen of India (OCI)” means a candidate or a person registered as an
Overseas Citizen of India as declared by the Central Government under section 7A of the
Citizenship Act 1955, and includes Persons of Indian Origin (PIO).

Explanation.—For the purposes of this clause, all the existing Persons of Indian Origin

13. Selection process though CAP round.— The Unaided Private Professional Education

The choices of courses and colleges,
once entered in the record/data, after verification by the candidate, shall be final and
irrevocable. This final data shall be used in entire selection process for the admission to first
yvear Courses for the same academic year only.

(d) NEET merit list shall be operated from state merit list Number-One onwards in
each round of selection. The candidate getting selected in previous round shall be considered
for betterment in the subsequent round. The betterment herein means the higher preference
exercised by the candidate. The Shift in such betterment shall be compulsory and mandatory
except for those who have filled ‘Status Retention Form’. Such a candidate who has filled
Status Retention form will not be considered for any subsequent rounds of selection process
for the same academic year. The last date for filling Status Retention Form will be notified
along with the selection list of each CAP round.

(e) After concluding the first round, for the further rounds, candidates who have been
allotted seats in the earlier rounds and joined the course, as also the candidates who have
not been allotted any seat, shall be eligible. In the subsequent rounds, betterment chances
will be given to the candidates who have already been allotted seats.

(f) It is hereby made abundantly clear that shifting on account of a better choice given by
a candidate in any round, shall be effected only and only if such a candidate in the subsequent
rounds is found entitled for ‘change of course’ or a ‘change of college’. Mere possibility of a

in the further rounds shall not amount to “betterment” as such and therefore, no shifting
shall be effected in such an eventuality.

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() Candidates as per allotment should report alongwith all original certificates and a
set of attested photocopies of all requisite decuments at allotted college within the prescribed
time.

(i) While filling the seats for any college or institution, 30 percent state quota seats
shall be filled first followed by 70 percent regional quota seats.

(j) Earmarking for reserved category candidates - Reserved category candidate entitled
to admission on the basis of merit in an open category seat will have the option of taking
admission either against his respective category seat or on an open category seat.

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8. Allocation of Seats.—The percentage of allocation of seats for various types of candidates
through CET for First Year of the Courses shall be as per the respective Central Council
regulations, and in accordance with the policy of the Government as specified in the Schedule.

(1) Maharashtra State Candidature Seats.—The Candidates having Maharashtra State
Candidature as specified in sub-rule (1) of rule 5, shall be eligible for these seats.

(2) Minority Candidature Seats.—The Candidates having Candidature mentioned in sub-
rule (2) of rule 5 shall be eligible for these seats as specified in the Schedule. These seats
shall be filled in accordance with the provisions of sub-section (2) of section 6 of the Act.

The “intake
capacity” at a particular college shall be the ‘minimum number of seats’ permitted by the
above said authorities;

(vi) As per Maharashtra Private Professional Educational Institutions (Reservation of
seats for admission for SC, ST, Denotified Tribes -Vimukta Jatis, NT and OBC) Act, 2006
(Mah.

(e) display or publication of allotment of seats for Round-1 of CAP by way of
computerised process and joining of the candidates at respective institution as per the
allotment within stipulated time;

(f) display or publication of subsequent computerised round(s) if seats remain vacant
after completion of CAP Round-I:

(i7) Candidate shall be given a chance to retain a seat that has been allotted, by way of
status retention form at the end of each CAP round. If a Candidate accepts the offered seat
and he do not want to participate in any further rounds of seat allocation, such eandidate
shall not be considered in subsequent rounds of admission.

12. CAP allotment stages and process of allotment —

(2) Minority Candidature.—The stages of computerised allotments are as follows :(—

(a) The Minority Category candidate shall be considered for allotment in Open
category seats by virtue of their inter-se merit and in Minority Quota seats by virtue of
merit in their respective minority community to which the institution belongs.

(6) For minority seats, inter-se-merit shall be operated at the end of each round if
necessary, against the unfilled minority category seats as per merit.

(e) Amongst the total seats at Unaided Private Professional Educational Institution,
which are declared as “Minority Institutions” by the State Government, the seats
distribution shall be as mentioned in schedule.

13. Selection process though CAP round.—The Unaided Private Professional Education
Institution shall admit candidates through the centralised admission process is below :

(a) The selection of the candidates shall be made on the basis of preferences given by
the candidates. Only a limited number of meritorious candidates shall be called for Counselling
and asked to fill the preference form. The Counselling Sessions are not meant for instant
seat allocation at these offices. During these sessions candidates are helped in exercising
their preferences for various courses, and the institutions. Seat allocation shall be made
centrally at a later date on the basis of CET merit list, eligibility and preferences exercised
by the candidates.

(6b) The preference form shall be available at the office of the Document Verification
Center as notified by Competent Authority. The duly filled preference form should be
submitted at the same office. The candidate shall submit only one preference form. Submission
of more than one form shall lead to disqualification.

(¢) There shall be one or more rounds of selection of candidates depending on the
availability of vacant seats. The selection shall be on the basis of merit and the preferences
submitted by the candidates in their preference form. For second or subsequent round no
separate preference form shall be filled by the candidate. The choices of courses and colleges,
once entered in the record or data, after verification by the candidate, shall be final and
irrevocable. This final data shall be used in entire selection process for the admission to first
year Courses for the same academic year only.

(d) The CET merit list shall be operated from State Merit List Number-One onwards in
each round of selection. The candidate getting selected in previous round shall considered
for betterment in the subsequent round. The betterment herein means the higher preference
exercised by the candidate. The shift in such betterment shall be compulzory and mandatory
except for those who have filled ‘Status Retention Form.” Such a candidate who has filled
Status Retention Form shall not be considered for any subsequent rounds of selection process
for the same academic year. The last date for filling Status Retention Form will be notified
along with the selection list of each CAP round.

(e) After concluding the first round, for the further rounds candidates who have been
allotted seats in the earlier rounds and joined the course, as also the candidates who have
not been allotted any seat, shall be eligible. In the subsequent rounds, betterment chances
shall be given to the candidates who have already been allotted seats.
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(f) It is hereby made abundantly clear that shifting on account of a better choice given
by a candidate in any round, shall be effected only and only if such a candidate in the subsequent
rounds is found entitled for ‘change of course’ or a ‘change of college’. Mere possibility of a
‘change in category’ on account of availability of seat in the same college and/or same course
in the further rounds shall not amount to betterment as such and therefore, no shifting shall
be effected in such an eventuality. Such a ‘change in category’ shall include inter-alia change
from reserved category to open category or vice-versa. The shift in such betterment shall be
compulsory and mandatory, except those who have filled Status Retention Form.

(g) Based on preferences given, the seat will be allotted on merit and the allotment will
be displayed on website.

(h) Candidates as per allotment should report alongwith all original certificates and a
set of attested photocopies of all requisite document at allotted college within the prescribe
time. The Dean/Principal should verify all the original documents before finalizing the
admission.

(i) While filling the seats for any college or institution, 30 per cent. State quota seats
shall be filled first followed by 70 per cent. regional quota seats .

(j) Earmarking for reserved category candidates .— Reserved category candidate entitled
to admission on the basis of merit in an open category seat will have the option of taking
admission either against his respective category seat or on an open category seat. If he opts
for the reserved category he will be deemed to have been admitted as an open category
candidate and not as reserved category candidate. In such case the particular seat in the
college where he was eligible for admission against open seat shall be earmarked for a
candidate belonging to the respective reserved category. Such earmarked seat will be made
available immediately to the successive reserved category candidate from the same category
merit during the counselling.

(k) A candidate who is selected but does not join the college or cancels the admission
after joining, iz not eligible for further selection process.

(I) Seats that have arisen or fallen vacant after the first round shall be made available
at the second round of selection on the basis of preference form already submitted. No new
preference form shall be required to be filled in for any subsequent rounds. The vacancy
position shall be made available on website before commencement of the next round.

(m) The inter-se round shall be conducted for remaining vacant seats from the category
as per rule 12 (1), if necessary at the end of each round.

(n) The cut-off date for Course will be as prescribed by the respective Central Council
from time to time.

14. Disqualification for Admission.—The selected candidates, who cancel their admission
after the cut-off-date of respective course, shall not be eligible to appear at CET examination for
subsequent two years.

15. The fee for the course shall be paid at the respective college by Demand Draft from any
Nationalised or Scheduled Commercial Bank in favour of Dean or Principal of College, as
applicable.

(a) Refund of Fees by the College after change of College or Course or Caneellation of
admission.—The candidate who has been admitted and desires to cancel the admissions shall
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submit application to the respective college or institute to cancel admission. The refund of
fees to such candidate admitted in the college shall be made after deduction as under —

() Before cut-off date as declared by MCI or DCI - Rs.1500 (Rs. One thousand five
hundred only) to be deducted and rest of the fees to be refunded;

(i) On or after cut-off date as declared by respective Central Council -No refund of
fees;

(iii) The Dean or Principal of the college shall be responsible for making refund of
the fees, after receiving cancellation letter from the candidate. If the candidate expires
or becomes invalid within 90 days from the date of admission, no deduction shall be
made.

16. Institution Level Round.—If the seats remain vacant after all CAP Rounds, the said
seats shall be filled in by the institution through Institution Level Round with the prior approval
of the Competent Authority. The institute shall invite applications from desirous candidates
who are declared eligible in the CET. The admission shall be granted by the institution strictly
on the basis of inter-se-merit of the CET as per the instructions from the Competent Authority.

17. Cancellation.—The zelected candidate must join the college at which he or ghe is selected,
on or before the date prescribed by the Competent Authority, failing which his or her admission
shall stands cancelled. The selected candidate who has joined the college and wants to cancel the
admisgion should cancel it, at the respective college. The college shall accept the cancellation
letter and inform the Competent Authority alongwith copy of the cancellation letter immediately.

18. Approval of Merit List and Admitted Candidates List.—

(1) After completion of Admission process every Unaided Private Professional
Educational Institution shall submit the Admission- approval proposal to the Directorate of
Medical Education and Research or the Directorate of Ayush, as the case may be and the
Admission Regulating Authority in accordance with the sub-section (5) of section 9 of the
Act.

(2) The admission-approval proposal shall include the list of all candidates admitted
under Reservation, marks at qualifying examinations etc., as well as the required documents
including list of candidates who have applied and list of admitted candidates at institution
level.

19. Conduct and Discipline:

(a) Failure of the candidate in making full and correct statements in the application
form or suppression of any information would lead to disqualification of the candidate, even
at later date. Such a candidate shall be debarred from the entire selection process.

() It is responsibility of every candidate to submit proper documents. Any attempt to
submit documents which are not genuine will lead to cancellation of the admission of the
candidate, forfeiture of the fees, deposits and expulsion of the candidate from the college by
the Competent Authority or by his authorised official. The name of such candidate/s shall be
deleted from the State Merit List and he or she shall not be eligible for further rounds of the
selection process and shall be debarred from the selection process.

“4A, Criteria for Salection of students - (i) There shall be a uniform entrance examination to all madical institutions at
the under- graduate level, namaly, the “Maticnal Eligibility Entrance Test” (NEET) for admission to under-graduate courss
in each academic vear and shall be conducted by an authority designated by the Central Govermment.

(iiy In order 1o be aligible for admission to under-graduate course for an academic year, it shall be necessary for a
candidate to obtain minimum of marks at 50" percentile in the ‘Mational Eligibility Entrance Test' for undar-graduate
coursa held for the said academic vear:

Provided that in respact of-

(a) candidatzs belonging to the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes, the minimum
marks shall be at 40" parcentils,

(b) candidates with benchmark disabilities spacifisd under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016),
the minimum marks shall be at 45" percentile for peneral category and 40™ percentile for the Scheduled Castes, the
Scheduled Tribes and Other Bac kward Classes,

Explanarion—The percentile shall bz determinad on the basis of highest marks szcured in the all India common
merit list in the *National Eligibility Entrance Test” for under-graduake courses:

Provided further that when sufficient number of candidates in the respective categories fail o secure minimum
marks in the ‘Mational Eligibility Entrance Test', as specified above, held for any academic year for admission to
under-graduate coursas, the Central Government in consultation with Central Council may at its discretion lower the
minirnum marks required for admission to under graduate course for candidates belanging to mspective cate gories and
marks 80 lowarad by the Central Government shall be applicable for that acadamic vear only.

{c) five percent of the annual sanctioned intake capacity in Government or Government-aided higher educational
institutions shall be filled up by candidates with benchmark disabilities in accordance with the provisions of the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016), basad on the merit list of *“National Eligibility-com-Entrance Test',

Explanation.— For this purpose the “Specified Disability”™ contained in the Schedule to the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016}, is annaxad in Annexur “C° and the eligibility of candidates to pursue a courss in
homoeopathic medicine with spacifiad disability shall be in accordance with Annexure “D" and if the saats ressrved for
the persons with disabilities in a particular category remain unfilled on account of unavailability of candidates, the seats
shall be included in the annual sanctioned sezats for the respective Cate gory.

(iii) An all India common merit list as well as State-wise merit list of the eligible candidates shall be preparsd on the
basis of the marks obtained in the ‘National Eligibility Entrance Test' and the candidates, within the mspective
cate gories, shall be admitted to under-graduate course from the said merit lists only.

{(iv) The ssat matrix for admission in the Government, Govarnment-aided Institutions and Private Institutions shall ba
fifteen percent for the all India quota and eighty-five percent for the States and Union erritories quota
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Provided thar the szat matrix for admission in any Desmed Universities shall bz hundred percent.for the all India quota
and those Universities and Institutes which ar already having more than fifteen percent all India quota seats shall
continue to maintain that quota,

(v} The designated authority for counseling of eighty-five percent. State and Union erritory quota for admissions to
undar-graduate course in all Homoeopathic educational instimtions in the Staies and Union territorigs including
institutions established by the State Govemment, University, Trust, Society, Minority Institution, Corporation or
Company shall be the respective State or Union territory in accordance with the relevant rules and r=gulations of the
concarned State or Unicn territory Governmeant, as the case may be,

(¥i) The counszling for all admissions to under-graduate course for szats under the all India quota as well as for all
Homoeopathy educational institutions established by the Central Government and any Deemed Universities shall be
conducied by the authority designated by the Cantral Governmeant.

(vii) Mo candidatz who has failed to obtain the minimum eligibility marks as specified above shall be admitted to
undar-graduate course in the said academic yaar.

(viii) Mo authority or institution shall admit any candidate to the under- graduate course in contravention of the crieria or
procedure as laid down by these regulations in respect of admissions and any candidate admittzd in contravention of the
said criteria or proce dure shall be discharged by the Central Council forthwith,

{ix) The authority or institution which grants admission to any student in contravention of the aforsaid criteria or
procedurs shall be liable to face action in terms of the provisions of the Act.

(x) For forzign national candidates any other equivalent qualification to be approved by the Central Government may ba
allowed, and entrance examination for admission to under-graduate course namely the “National Eligibility Entrance
Test' (NEET) shall not be applicable for forzign national candidate s,

(xi) A candidate shall be eligible for the competitive examination if he has passed any of the qualifying examinations
specifiad under regulation 4:

Provided that a candidatz who has appearad in the qualifying examination and the result of which has not been
declarzd, he mav be provisionally permited to take up the competitive examination and in case of salection for
admission to the B.HM.S. Course, he shall not be admitied to that course until he fulfills the eligibility criteria under
regulation 4,

3. In the said regulation, Annexure “C” and Annexure “D" shall be inserted after Annexure “B”,

(d) "muscular dystrophy” means a group of herditary genetic muscle diseass that weakens the muscles that move the
human body and persons with multiple dystrophy have incorrect and missing information in their genes, which prevents
them from making the protzins they need for healthy muscles, It is characterized by progressive skeletal muscle
waakness, defacts in muscle proteins, and the dzath of muscle cells and tissue;

(2) "acid attack victims" means a person disfigured due to violent assaults by throwing of acid or similar corrosive
substance.

3. Mental behavior - "mental illness" means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood, perception, orientation or memory
that grossly impairs judgme nt, behaviour, capacity to recognize reality or ability to meet the ordinary demands of life, but
doas not include retardation which is a condition of arrsted or incomplate development of mind of a person, specially
characterized by sub normality of inklligence,

Common Guidelines for Central/State/UT Counselling and Admissions
Eligibility Criteria to Participate in the Counseling. -

1. Colleges/Institutes who have got due permission from the Medical Assessment
and Rating Board, National Commission for Indian System of Medicine
(NCISM)/ Medical Assessment and Rating Board, National Commission for
Homoeopathy (NCH)/ Government of India, New Delhi, for admission in UG
/PG courses for the academic session 2022-2023 shall only be included in the
counseling process.

Seat Matrix (AIQ & State/UT Quota).-

2. The seat matrix for admission in the Government, Government-aided mstitutions
and Private Institutions shall be fifteen per cent (15%) for All-India Quota and
eighty-five per cent (85%) for State/Union Territory Quota as specified in the
respective MSE regulations 2022 of Ayurveda, Siddha & Unani/ NCH Act, 2020
and relevant regulations of Homoeopathy in force at the time of admission.

(i) the AIQ for the purpose of admission in all the deemed universities, both
Government and Private, shall be hundred per cent;
(i1) the University and institute, which are already having more than fifteen per
